Section 3.3 Other Qualifications. The parties to this

Agreement agree that the Company shall file or record such

documents and take such actions under the laws of any jurisdiction
necessary or desirable to permit the Company to do business in any
such jurisdiction as is selected by the Company and to promote the

limitation of liability for the Members in any jurisdiction.
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ARTICLE IV

Capital Contributions

Section 4.1 (Capital Contribution. The names, Interests

and Capital Contributions of the Members are set forth in Exhibit A
of this Agreement.

Section 4.2 Capital Accounts. A separate capital

account shall be maintained for each Member to which shall be
credited for each such Member (i) his Capital Contributions and -
(11) his share of all Company Revenues as allocated to him under
this Agreement, and shall be debited with (iii) his share of all
costs, expenses, and losses of the Company as allocated to him
under this Agreement and (iv) the amount of any Distributions
(including return of capital) made to him.

ARTICLE V

Allocation of Revenues, Expenses, Profits and lLosses

Section 5.1 Allocation of Revenues and Expenses. All

Company Revenues and Company Expenses shall be allocated among the
Members in the manner described in Exhibit B, Section B.

Section 5.2 Allocation of Profits and Losses. All

Profits and Losses shall be allocated among the Members in the
manner described in Exhibit B, Section B.

Section 5.3 Allocation of Items for Federal Income Tax
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Purposes. To the extent permitted by law, all items of Company
taxable income, gain, loss, credit, and deduction recognized or
allowable for Federal income tax purposes shall be allocated and
credited or charged to the Members in the same manner as the
revenues, income, recelipts, costs, or expenses giving rise to such
items of taxable income, gain, loss, credit, or deduction are
allocated and credited or charged. Any Member allocated and
charged a particular cost or expense shall be entitled to such
deductions or credits as are attributable to such cost or expense
in computing such Member's taxable income or tax liability to the
exclusion of any other Member. Upon the sale or other transfer of
any asset of the Company, any recapture of depreciation deductions
or other deductions previcusly taken shall be allocated to the
Member to whom such deductions were originally allocated, and any
recapture of investment tax credit shall be allocated to the Member

to whom such credit was originally allocated.

5.4 Distribution of Cash. All Company Distributions

shall be made among the Members in proportion to their respective
Interests as described in Exhibit A. Cash of the Company which is
not required, in the judgment of the Members, to meet obligations
of the Company nor reasonably necessary for future Company )

operations shall be distributed not less frequently than quarter-

annually to the Members in proportion to their respective Interests
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as described in Exhibit A, not later than fifteen days after the
end of each quarter-annual period with respect to which such
distribution is being made.

ARTICLE VI

Management of the Company

Section 6.1 General. The Members, acting by unanimous
consent 1f there shall be one or two Members or, unless otherwise
required by Section 6.2 of this Agreement or by the Act, acting
with the consensus of Members holding an Interest in the aggregate
of at least fifty one percent (51%) of the total Interest as
described in Exhibit A, shall be responsible for the management of
the Company, and shall have full rights, power, and authority to
direct, and control the business affairs of the Company, and
transact business on its behalf.

©.2. Management Actions Reguiring Super Madjority

Consent. If there shall be more than two Members, the consent of
Members holding an Interest, in the aggregate, of at least seventy
percent (70%) of the total Units, shall be required: (a) to sell,
transfer, exchange, dispose of, or abandon, in any single
transaction or series of transactions, Company properties or assets
having a value in excess of 20% of the aggregate value of all
Company properties and assets; (b) to merge the Company with or

into, or consolidate the Company with, any other limited liability
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company, or any corporation, partnership, or other entity; (c) to
terminate, dissolve, or liquidate the Company, except as provided
in Article XI of this Agreement; (d) to do any act in contravention
of this Agreement; (e) to do any act which would make it impossible
to carry on the ordinary business of the Company; (f) to confess a
Judgment against the Company; (g) to possess Company property or
assign rights in Company property for other than a Company purpose;
or (h) to admit an additional Member to the Company; or (i) to
dissociate or expel a Member, and purchase the dissociated or
expelled Members’ Interest.

Section 6.3 Meetings. Meetings of Members shall be held
at the principal business office of the corporation in the State of
Florida (the State), or any place designated by the Members.

Section 6.4 Annual Meetings: The Annual Meeting of the

Members shall be held each year, at a time and place set by the

Members in accordance with Section 6.1 of this Agreement, for thé
purpose of determining compensation of the Members, employees and
agents of the Company for following year, and for the transaction

of such other business as may come before the meeting.

ARTICLE VII

Other Rights, Liabilities, and Obligations of Members

Section 7.1 Liability of Members. No Member shall be
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personally liable for the expenses, liabilities, debts, or
obligations of the Company except as provided in the Act.

Section 7.2 Memorandum Of Understanding. FEach Member

shall execute a Memorandum of Understanding (hereinafter
Memorandum), which shall be attached to and incorporated into this
Agreement as Exhibit B, with such terms including, but not limited
to, an agreement not to compete with the Company in the case of
separation from the Company (other than as a result of the sale of
the Company), an agreement to actively participate in the
management, marketing and sales of the Company, an agreement to the
terms and conditions of each Members’ compensation, if any, and
each Members’ specific obligations and responsibilities. This
Memorandum may be amended from time to time by the Members in
accordance with Section 6.1 of this Agreement.

Section 7.3 Other Provisions Applicable to All Members.

Except as otherwise specifically provided in this Agreement, no
Member shall have the right to withdraw or retire from, or reduce
his contribution to the capital of, the Company; no Member shall
have the right to demand or receive property other than cash in
return for his Capital Contribution; and no Member shall have
priority over any other Member either as to the return of his
Capital Contribution or as to profits or distributions.

ARTICLE VIII



Accounting and Fiscal Matters

Section 8.1 Maintenance of and Access to Records. The

Members shall keep, or direct their accountant to keep, complete,
accurate, and proper books and records of all Company operations.

Section 8.2 Fiscal Year. The Company shall adopt the

calendar year for financial and income tax purposes.

Section 8.3 Company Tax Returns. The Members shall, or

direct their accountant to, timely file all tax or information

returns required to be filed by or on behalf of the Company and the

timely payment of all taxes due from the Company. The Members

shall, on behalf of the Company, make such tax elections as they

deem to be in the best interests of the Company and the Members.
ARTICLE IX

Limitations on Dispositions of Members' Interests

Section 9.1 Basic Restrictions. Except as otherwise

provided in this Article IX, no Member may sell, assign, give,
hypothecate, pledge, transfer, bequeath, or otherwise dispose of
any or all of his Interest, in whole or in part, voluntarily,
involuntarily, by operation of law, or otherwise, to any other
person or entity.

Section 9.2 Representations and Warranties. Each Member

hereby represents and warrants to the Company and to the other

Member (s) that his accquisition of his Interest is made as principal
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for his account for investment purposes only and not with a view to
the resale or distribution of such Interest. Each Member agrees.
that he will not sell, assign, give, hypothecate, pledge, transfer,
bequeath, or otherwise dispose of any or all of his Interest to any
person who or which does not similarly represent and warrant and
agree as provided in this Section 9.2.

Section 9.3 Lifetime Disposition of Interests. The

sale, assignment, gift, hypothecation, pledge, transfer, or other
disposition ("Transfer") of Interests by or in respect of a Member
during his lifetime shall be subject to the following conditions
and restrictions in addition to any others which are provided for
in this Agreement:

(a) No Member may Transfer any or all of his Interest
without the consent of Members owning, in the aggregate, at least
seventy (70%) of the Units of the Company.

(b) No Member may Transfer any or all of his Interest if
such Transfer would cause the termination of the Company for
Federal income tax purposes. Any purported Transfer which would
cause the termination of the Company for Federal income tax
purposes shall be void ab initic. Counsel for the Company shall
give to the Company its opinion, at the expense of the Member
seeking to affect such Transfer, as to whether such Transfer would

cause the termination of the Company for Federal income tax
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purposes.

(c) No Transfer of, or offer to Transfer, any Interest
may be made unless the Company shall have received, at the expense
of the Member seeking to effect such Transfer, an opinion of
counsel satisfactory to the Members that such proposed Transfer:
(1) may be effected without registration of the Interest under the
Securities Act of 1933, as amended, and (ii) would not be in
violation of any applicable state securities or "Blue Sky" law
(including investment suitability standards).

Section 9.4 Effect of Transfer of Entire Interest. The

effect on the Company of a Member's Transfer of his entire
remaining Interest is provided in Section 11.1 of this Agreement.

Section 9.5 Bequest of Interest. No Member may bequeath

("Bequeath") his Interest, or any portion thereof. If the
remaining Member (s) consent(s) to continue the Company pursuant to
Section 11.1 of this Agreement, then upon the death of a Member,
the Company shall purchase the entire Interest held by the Member
at his death on the following terms and conditions. The purchase
price shall be equal to the percent of the entire interest held by
the Member times the fair market value of the Company's assets on
such date. The entire purchase price shall be paid tc the estate
of the deceased Member within six months after the Member's death.

No interest shall be due on such payment.
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Section 9.6 Certain Transfers by Operation of Law. In

the event of the death or bankruptcy of any Member, the persocnal
representative, trustee in bankruptcy, guardian, or other successor
in interest of such deceased or bankrupt Member or (following the
distribution thereto of a deceased Member's Interest in the
Company) any heir or devisee of a deceased Member shall be entitled
to receive the share of revenues from production and other income,
receipts, or gain which such deceased or bankrupt Member would have
been entitled to receive under the terms of this Agreement (net of
such Member's share of the Company costs, expenses, and losses)
and, upon the dissolution of the Company, the share of the net
assets of the Company which such Member would be entitled to
receive upon such dissolution under the terms of this Agreement,
but such personal representative, trustee in bankruptcy, guardian,
or other successor in interest shall not thereby become a Member,
nor have any of the rights herein conferred upon such Member,
except that such party may become a substituted Member upon
compliance with the provisions of Section 9.8 hereof.

Section 9.7 Assignment of Interests. Notwithstanding

the provisions of Article IX of this Agreement as they relate to
assignment of Interests, a Member may assign the rights his
Interest carries as to the allocation of items set out in Article V

of this Agreement, provided that a written notice of such
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assignment is delivered to the Company in advance of such
assignment which notice shall set forth the details of such
assignment. An assignee of any Interest or portion thereof shall
not become a Member or have any of the rights herein conferred upon
a Member or conferred by the Act (other than its assigned share of
allocable items).

Section 9.8 Admission of Transferee as Additional or

Substitute Member. Any person to whom any Interest or portion

thereof is Transferred or Bequeathed ("Transferee") shall be
entitled to be admitted as a Member hereunder and to have all of
the rights herein conferred upon a Member only if:

(a) such Transferee's admission as a Member will not
violate, nor cause the Company to violate, any applicable
laws, rules, or regulations, including federal and state
securities laws, and either such Transferee shall have
delivered an opinion of counsel satisfactory to the Members,
or counsel for the Company shall have delivered an opinion, to
such effect;

(b) the consent of seventy percent (70%) of the Members
shall have been given, which consent may be evidenced by the
execution by all of the Members of a certificate evidencing
the admission of such Transferee as a Member;

(c) the Transferee shall have accepted and agreed to be
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bound by the terms and provisions of this Agreement by
executing a counterpart thereof and such other documents or
instruments as the Members may require in order to effect the
admission of such transferee as a Member;

(d) such Transferee qualifies and becomes a Member within
the meaning of the Act by the procedures set forth in the Act;

(e) such Transferee shall have delivered to the Members a
letter containing the representations and warranties set forth
in Section 9.2 of this Agreement;

(£) if the Transferee is not an individual, the
Transferee shall have provided the Members with evidence
satisfactory to counsel for the Company of its authority to
become a Member under the terms and provisions of this
Agreement; and

{(g) such Transferee pays to the Company a sum which is
sufficient to cover all expenses (including legal fees)
connected with the admission of the Transferee as a Member
pursuant to this Agreement and the Act, including without
limitation the cost of any opinion of counsel.

Section 9.9 Execution of Documents, Etc. Each Member

hereby consents to the execution and recordation on his behalf by
the Company of any amendments hereto required for the purpose of

admitting as a Member the Transferee of any or all of the Interest
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of a Member in the Company in this Article IX and to the execution
and recordation on his behalf of any other instruments required in
connection therewith, and the Company is hereby granted the righF
to admit any such Transferee upon all of the terms set forth above.
In addition, each Member agrees to execute at the request of the
Company any and all documents required to be executed by such
Member to effect the admission as a Member of the Transferee of any
or all of the Interest of a Member in the Company pursuant to this

Article IX.

Section 9.10 Filinags By Company. The Company shall

cooperate with any Transferee seeking to become a Member by
preparing the documentation required by this Article IX and making
all official filings and publications.

Section 9.11 Pledges; Foreclosures. Any Member who

assigns the rights his Interest carries in accordance with Section
9.7 of this Agreement, but thereafter is a foreclosure upon such
Member's Interest in the Company (or any part thereof) by a
creditor of such Member, such foreclosure shall not operate as a
dissolution of the Company or relieve such Member of any of his
obligations hereunder, and the party acquiring such Interest at any
sale upon such foreclosure shall not thereby become a Member, nor
have any of the rights herein conferred upon such Member, except

that such party shall be entitled to receive the share of the
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revenues from production and other income, receipts, or gain which
such Member would have been entitled to receive under the terms of
this Agreement (net of such Member's share of the Company costs,
expenses and losses), and, upon the dissolution of the Company, the
share of the net assets of the Company which such Member would be
entitled to receive upon such dissolution under the terms of this
Agreement, and, further, such party may become a Member upon
compliance with the provisions of Section 9.8 of this Agreement.

Section 9.12 Withdrawal Rights Prior to Dissolution.

Prior to the dissolution of the Company, no Member may withdraw
from the Company or receive any return of capital or other
distribution of Company assets in respect of any withdrawal or
attempted withdrawal, except as provided herein.

A Member may withdraw from the Company, only if the
withdrawing Member delivers Notice, as provided herein, to all the
remaining Members no less than thirty (30) days prior to the
effective date of the Member s withdrawal.

The Company may continue if all the remaining Members
deliver to the Company, within thirty (30) days after receiving the
Notice of Withdrawal, their written consent to continue the
Company. Otherwise, the withdrawal of the member shall be an event
of dissolution pursuant to Article XI of this Agreement.

Upon the withdrawal of a Member and the delivery of the
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written consent of the remaining Members to continue the Company,
the Company shall purchase the entire Interest held by the Member
at his withdrawal on the following terms and conditions. The
purchase price shall be equal to the balance in the withdrawing
Member's capital account on the date of his Notice of Withdrawal,
adjusted to reflect the fair market value of the Company's assets
on such date.

Unless all the Members otherwise agree, the Company
shall be the sole owner of the Policies and may apply any dividends
earned by the Policies toward the payment of premiums.

ARTICLE X

Amendment of Agreement

Section 10.1 Amendment. Any amendment or supplement to
this Agreement shall only be effective if in writing and if the
same shall be consented to by Members holding an Interest, in the
aggregate, of at least seventy (70%) of the total units.
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Section 10.2 Procedure for Amendment. Any Member may

propose an amendment or supplement to this Agreement, and any such
amendment or supplement may be proposed by mailing to all of the
Members a written request for consent to such amendment or
supplement, accompanied by the text of the proposed amendment or
supplement, and a written statement of the reasons for such
proposal. A Member shall be deemed to have voted his Interest in
consent to any amendment or supplement hereto if such Member does
not respond in writing to such written request for consent within
thirty (30) days after the date of the mailing of the same to such
Member.

ARTICLE XI

Dissolution

Section 11.1 Dissolution. The Company shall be

dissolved, and shall terminate and wind up its affairs, upon the
first to occur of the following:

(a) December 31, 2067;

(b) the departure, whether by withdrawal, death,
expulsion, or otherwise, of a Member, or the Transfer or Bequest of
the entire remaining Interest of a Member; provided, however, the
Company shall not be dissolved but shall continue with the
remaining members if all such remaining members deliver their

written consent to the Company within thirty (30) days after such
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event.
(c) the unanimous consent of all Members to dissolve “he
Company.

Section 11.2 Liguidation.

(a) If the Company shall be dissolved by reason of the
occurrence of any of the circumstances described in Section 11.1,
no further business shall be conducted by the Company except for
the taking of such action as shall be necessary for the winding up
of its affairs and the distribution of its assets to the Members
pursuant to the provisions of this Article XI. Upon such
dissolution, the Members shall select one willing and capable
Member to act as liquidator or, if they are unable or unwilling to
do so, the Members shall select a liguidator by a majority of the
Units. Such liquidator shall have full authority to wind up the
affairs of the Company and to make final distribution as provided
herein. Upon such dissolution of the Company, the liquidator shall
take the following steps:

(i) determine which Company properties and assets should
be distributed in kind, and dispose of all other Company
properties and assets at the best cash price obtainable;

(ii) pay all Company debts and liabilities, as provided

by law, or otherwise make adequate provision; g

(1ii) determine by independent appraisal, the fair
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market value of the Company assets to be distributed in kind,
and credit or charge to the capital account of each Member the
amount of gain or loss that would have been credited or
charged to such Member in accordance with Article V of this-
Agreement if such assets had been sold at their fair market
value;

(iv) credit or charge, as the case may be, each Member's
capital account with such Member's share of all revenues from
production and other income, receipts and gain, and all costs,
expenses, and losses (determined in the manner set forth in
Article V) realized or incurred during the fiscal year in
which the dissolution and termination occurs up through, and
including, the date of distribution, net of all distributions
made to such Member during such fiscal year up to but not
including such date;

(v) distribute to each of the Members the balance, if
any, of the assets of the Company in accordance with each
Member's capital account, as adjusted pursuant to (iii) and
(iv) above. Such distribution may be made in cash or in kind,
and the proportion of such distribution that is received in
cash may vary from Member to Member, as the ligquidator may
decide. In the event that, following the making of the

adjustments referred to, there is a negative balance in any
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Member's capital account, such Member shall be required to
contribute such sum to the Company as shall be required to
eliminate such negative balance; and

(vi) file a certificate of cancellation pursuant to the

Act upon the completion of the winding up of the Company.

(b) Notwithstanding the foregoing, if any Member shall
be indebted to the Company for any reason whatscever, the
ligquidator may apply any cash allocated to such Member in
accordance with this Section 11.2 to the payment of such
indebtedness. If such cash is not sufficient to liguidate such
indebtedness in its entirety, then until payment in full of such
indebtedness by such Member, the liquidator shall retain such
Member's distributive share of the Company properties and assets
and, after applying the cost of operation of such properties and
assets during the period of such liquidation against the income,
the balance of such income shall be applied in liquidation of such
indebtedness. However, if at the expiration of six months after
notice of such outstanding indebtedness has been given to such
Member, such amount has not been paid or otherwise liquidated in
full, the liguidator may sell the assets allocable to such Member
at public or private sale at the best price immediately obtainable,
such best price to be determined in the sole judgment of the

liguidator. So much of the proceeds of such sale as shall be
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necessary to liquidate such indebtedness shall then be so applied,
and the balance of such proceeds, if any, shall be distributed to
such Member. Any gain or loss realized for Federal income tax
purposes upon the disposition of such assets shall be allocated to
such Member.

(c) Thereafter, the liquidator shall comply with all
requirements of the Act, or other applicable law, pertaining to the
winding up of a limited liability company, at which time the
Company shall stand terminated.

ARTICLE XII

Miscellaneous Provisions

Section 12.1 ©Notices. Notices, requests, reports,
payments, calls, or other communications required to be given or
made to any Member hereunder shall be in writing and shall be
deemed to be given or made when properly addressed and posted by
registered or certified mail, postage prepaid, to such Member at
such Member's last known address. Addresses shown under the
signatures of each Member shall be considered the last known
address of such Member unless and until the Company is otherwise
notified by such Member in the manner set forth in this Section
12.1.

Section 12.2 Nature of Interest of Members. The

Interest of each Member in the Company is personal property.
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Section 12.3 Applicable Law. Notwithstanding the place

where this Agreement may be executed by any of the parties hereto,
this Agreement, the rights and obligations of the parties hereto,
and any claims and disputes relating thereto, shall be subject to
and governed by the Act and the other laws of the State of Florida
as applied to agreements among Florida residents to be entered into
and performed entirely within the State of Florida, and such laws
shall govern the limited liability company aspects of this
Agreement.

Section 12.4 Execution of Counterparts. This Agreement

may be executed in one or more counterparts with the effect as if
the parties executing the several counterparts had all executed one
counterpart, but in such event each such counterpart shall
constitute an original and all of such counterparts shall
constitute one and the same agreement.

Section 12.5 Successors in Interest. Fach and all of

the covenants, agreements, terms, and provisions of this Agreement
shall be binding upcon and inure to the benefit of each of the
Members and, to the extent permitted by this Agreement, their
respective heirs, executors, administrators, personal
representatives, successors and assigns.

Section 12.6 Inteagration. This Agreement constitutes

the entire agreement among the Members pertaining to the subject
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matter hereof and supersedes all prior and contemporaneous
agreements and understandings of the Members.

Section 12.7 Severability. Any provision of this

Agreement which is invalid, illegal, or unenforceable in any
respect in any jurisdiction shall, as to such jurisdiction, be
ineffective to the extent of such invalidity, illegality, or
unenforceability without in any way affecting the wvalidity,
legality, or enforceability of the remaining provisions hereof, and
any such invalidity, illegality, or unenforceability in any
jurisdiction shall not invalidate or in any way affect the
validity, legality, or enforceability of such provisions in any
other jurisdiction.

Section 12.8 Headinas. The headings in this Agreement
are inserted for convenience and identification conly and are in no
way intended to describe, interpret, define, or limit the scope,.
extent or intent of this Agreement or any provision hereof.

Section 12.9 Rights and Remedies Cumulative. The rights

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B. CONFIDENTIAL INFORMATION. The Members agree that,
